®  Official transcripts from all colleges and universities
attended received by the School of Graduate Studies and
the School of Nursing

®  Submit official scores for the Graduate Record Exami-
nation (GRE). Scores must be within 5 years prior to the
date of admission into the graduate program

®  Completion of health assessment course taught in an
accredited nursing program with a grade of “C” or
higher

®  Completion of statistics course with a grade of “C” or
higher

®  Minimum work experience as an RN for two
(2) years

®  Letters of recommendation from three professional/
academic references received by The School of Nursing
and the School of Graduate Studies

®  Completion of an admission interview with the School
of Nursing’s graduate faculty

®  Graduate level writing course, NUR 500, or
an acceptable substitute approved by faculty
